Christine applied in the voice category- mezzo soprano.

As a !nalist, Christine will attend YoungArts Week, an
all-expense paid trip to Miami in January. Through-
out the week, Christine will attend workshops, learn
from master teachers, and collaborate with the other
talented !nalists. She will also participate in auditions
and interviews for cash awards, scholarships, and the
possibility to be nominated as a 2011 United States
Presidential Scholar in the Arts.
